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The Governing Board accepts responsibility for adopting a sound budget that is compatible with 

the district's vision and goals. The Board shall establish and maintain a reserve that meets or 

exceeds the requirements of law. 

 

(cf. 3300 - Expenditures/Expending Authority) 

 

The Board encourages public input in the budget development process and shall hold public 

hearings in accordance with law. 

 

The Superintendent or designee shall determine the manner in which the budget is developed and 

shall schedule the budget adoption process in accordance with the single budget adoption 

process.
