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Contracts 
 

BP 3312  

Business and Noninstructional Operations 
 

 

As specified in law, the power to contract is invested in the Governing Board.  However, the 

Board may, by a majority vote, delegate the power to enter into contracts on behalf of the district 

to the Superintendent or designee.   

 

To be valid or to constitute an enforceable obligation against the district, all contracts must be 

approved and/or ratified by the Governing Board. (Education Code 17604)

All contracts between the district and outside agencies shall conform to standards required by 

law and shall be prepared under the direction of the Superintendent or designee.

The district upholds state nondiscrimination laws.  All contracts made by the district shall 

contain a nondiscrimination clause in accordance with law.

The district shall not enter into a contract that prohibits a school employee from disparaging the 

goods or services of the contracting party.  (Education Code 35182.5) 

 

Contracts for Electronic Products or Services 

 

Prior to entering into a contract for electronic products or services that require the dissemination 

of advertising to students, the Board shall:  (Education Code 35182.5) 

 

1. Enter into the contract at a noticed, public hearing of the Board.

2. Make a finding that the electronic product or service is or would be an integral 

component of the education of students.
