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WORKING CONDITIONS:

SAMPLE ENVIRONMENT:
Office or homes of families; drive a vehicle to conduct work.

SAMPLE PHYSICAL ABILITIES:

Hear and speak to make presentations, and exchange information in person and on the telephone; dexterity of hands and
fingers to operate a computer keyboard; see to read, prepare documents and reports, and view a computer monitor; sit or
stand for extended periods of time; bend at the waist, reach overhead, above the shoulders, and horizontally to retrieve
and store files; lift light objects. Physical, mental, and emotional stamina to endure long hours under sometimes stressful
conditions.

SAMPLE HAZARDS:

May conduct home visits in high crime and gang-affiliated homes and communities; contact with dissatisfied,
hostile, volatile, mentally ill, or under the influence individuals at their homes while on home visits; may risk
exposure to communicable diseases, home environments that are not clean or safe, and personal safety hazards.
